Changes During COVID ‐19 

THANK YOU for your patience with the recent 
changes to the Transfer Station operations due to 
the COVID‐19 Pandemic.  

The following changes have been made and will 
continue.  

Social distancing: One car allowed at the 
unloading platform. Others must wait before 
driving up to the unloading area.  

The honor system: Punch your own card with the 
proper amount of punches directed by the 
attendant.  

Mail in all payments by check, payable to the 
Town of Granville, PO Box 247, Granville, MA 
01034 Attn: Transfer Station.  Please make note 
on the check memo what the payment is for 
(punch card size & permit number, electronic(s), 
mattresses, and other miscellaneous items, 
recycling, etc.) 

 

Recycling 

There are two changes coming at the end of this 
month: Beginning June 30th, 2020 recycling is 
changing from single stream to dual‐stream 
Starting July 7th, 2020 there will be a charge to 
dispose of recyclables at the Granville Transfer 
Station.  
 

Punch cards will be sold for recycling. Cards will 
cost $75.00; there are 100 punches per card, each 
punch costing 75�. 

Recycling will be measured by the blue recycling 
bins supplied by the Town (one bin equals one 
card punch).  

 

Dual‐stream recycling mean we all need to 
separate recyclables into bottles/cans or 
cardboard/paper.  When recycling please 
remember:  

 

Cardboard/paper will be collected in a SEPARATE 
COMPACTOR to bottles/cans.  

Wash all plastic and glass containers 

No grease or food covered items 

No plastic bags, plastic trays, black plastic, paper 
cups, anti‐freeze & motor oil bottles, plastics over 
2.5 gallons 

No textbooks, shredded paper, Styrofoam, or 
packing material 

No metallic inks, foil, wire, or glitter  

 

We thank you for your cooperation.  Please help 
us continue our operation of the Transfer Station 
as a clean and organized enterprise by following 
the rules outlined above.

The Granville Fire Department wants you 
to stay safe this grilling season! 
Many people enjoy barbecuing in the summer 
months. But when grills are not used safely, 
things can go horribly wrong. In the past several 
years, Massachusetts fire departments 
responded to over 400 fires involving grills, 
hibachis, and barbecues. These fires caused 20 
civilian injuries, three firefighter injuries, and $3.5 
million in property damage. 

 

Here are some tips for grilling safely: 

• Grills should never be used on a porch, 
balcony or deck with a roof, overhang or wall.  

• Place grills away from the house and deck 
railings.  

• Make sure that the lid of a gas grill is open 
when you light it. Propane can build up inside 
and when ignited, the lid may blow off.  

• If you smell gas while cooking, turn off and 
get away from the grill. Call 911 from a safe 
location. Do not move the grill.  

• Always turn off the burners and close the 
propane cylinder when done cooking. Never 
leave a burning grill unattended. 

• Propane storage: store cylinders upright in an 
outdoor, shaded area; do not leave cylinders 
in a vehicle.  

Are you ready to grill?  

• Check that all connections are tight before 
turning on the gas.  

• Leaks can be detected by dabbing the 
connections with a solution of soapy water 
and turning on the gas momentarily. If 
bubbles occur, there is a leak that must be 
fixed before the grill is used.  

• Clean the grease trap every time you grill. 

• Replace propane cylinders that are old, rusty, 
or showing any other signs of disrepair.  

Charcoal Grills 

• Use only charcoal starter fluid. Gasoline and 
kerosene should not be used to start a fire in a 
grill. Never add lighter fluid to burning 
briquettes or hot coals. Doing so may cause a 
flash fire and result in serious burn injuries. 

• Charcoal briquettes give off carbon 
monoxide, a colorless, odorless gas that can 
be deadly. Always use charcoal grills in a well‐
ventilated area. Never use charcoal grills 
indoors.  

• For proper disposal of grill ashes, allow the 
coals to burn out completely and then cool 
for 48 hours before disposal. 

• If you must dispose of ashes before they are 
completely cooled, thoroughly soak them in 
water before putting them in a metal 
container.

• The person(s) signing MUST provide a proper 
photo ID 

• The document MUST contain the appropriate 
Notarial Statement (Clause) ‐ NO EXCEPTIONS 
… Types of Notary: Jurat (statements are 
true) OR Acknowledgement (ones free act). 
The certificate MUST contain the oath given 
by notary to identify the type of notary act. 

We do not notarize copies of original documents ‐ 
NO EXCEPTIONSe reserve the right to deny 
notarial services based on circumstances i.e., if 
the above‐mentioned policies are not followed, 
documents are incomplete, documents are in a 
format that is unacceptable to this office or if the 
documents do not have the notarial clause/
statement.
